Di scussion Topics: Students with extensive producti on and desi gn experience will be assigned
production or administrative responsibilities as determ ned by the requirenments of the
School s performances. FPA 473 students are expected to undertake significant roles in
performance production, provide |eadership and work cooperatively with others involved in the
producti on process. As designers, adm nistrators or production and stage nanagenent

personnel, students will address problens arising froma given role and apply appropriate
solutions. FPA 473 students are expected to neet professional standards for all assignnents,
and can expect to conmit approximately 250 or nore hours of tine to the fulfillnment of their
production roles.

Grading: Prior to the start of the semester a specific set of production responsibilities

will be identified for each student and a contract detailing responsibilities, grading
structure and approxi mate scheduling will be created for each production role. Evaluations
wi Il be nmade throughout the production process by supervising faculty, and will be based on

the following criteria: The attainnent of an appropriate level of craft mastery as shown by
the quality of work on production assignnents.

rel ati onship between the artistic aspects of performance and design and the technica
expression and support of the production

# Docunentati on of relevant research and the production of witten nmaterials deened necessary
for the production assignnent.

Please note that it is inpossible to provide a weekly syllabus for this
practicum course as the structure, requirements, and schedules will vary with each production
rol e and student assignnent.
